Oklahoma.

The citizens of Collinsville have al-
ways loved their library. That care, con-
cern, and love has held true since 1903 
when the COE first met and made the 
library a priority until today when the 
current COE Club meets once a month 
to discuss the book of the month.

As well as being an integral part of 
the community, the library’s goal is 
to provide the opportunity for many 

happy memories for our customers and 
to continue the tradition started by a 
handful of pioneers in 1903.
