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No need to worry about keeping 
track of that little slip of paper any-
more.

Beginning Monday, Dec. 7, Owasso 
Library patrons will be given the op-
tion to have their check-out receipts 
emailed to them from any of the li-
brary’s three self-check machines.

The library will not discontinue the 
paper option. We are providing a sec-
ond option for those patrons who pre-
fer not to print their receipts.

This new option requires no extra 
work when you are checking out your 
items. As long as you currently have an 
email address on ile with the library, 
you will see an “Email” option if you 
choose “print receipt” on the screen.

If you do not have an email address 
on ile, the option will not appear, and 
a paper receipt will print. An email 
address can be added to your library 
account if you bring your library card 
to a staf member.

After you have selected the “Email” 
option, a screen will appear that 
reads: “An e-Receipt was sent to [your 
email address].” To ensure the privacy 
of our patrons, the email address will 
be partially masked when it appears 
on the screen.

For example, if the email address 
was library@example.com, it would 
appear as library@e

{&bkc}***
**.com. If the email address that 

appears is not your current email ad-
dress, you can update it online in your 
library account or see a staf member.

An email with the subject line, “Tul-
sa City-County Library Checked-Out 
Items” should arrive in your inbox 
within a few moments. The sender on 
the email will be askus@tulsalibrary.
org. If it doesn’t arrive after a few 
minutes, check the spam folder.

Some email providers ilter any-
thing unfamiliar to the spam folder. 
(Tip: Adding askus@tulsalibrary.org 
to your list of contacts will ensure 
that you always receive your emailed 
receipts).

When the email is opened, the re-
ceipt that appears there will provide 
the same information available on the 
paper receipts. Each receipt will come 

with a complete list of items checked 
out at that time and the date that 
each item is due. The receipt will also 
show an amount for outstanding ines, 
should you have any on your account.

Fines also may be paid at the self-
check machines with cash, coins or 
credit/debit cards. However, at this 
time, receipts for ines are only avail-
able in paper format which print au-
tomatically.

(Tip: If you don’t wish to keep the 
receipt for your ines paid, remember 
that the library has several blue re-
cycling bins for paper in the building 
that you can toss it into).

This service begins Monday, Dec. 7, 
and is only available on self-check ma-
chines. If you have to check out with a 
staf member for some reason, we do 
not have the ability to email receipts.

As with any new addition to the li-
brary, we hope this new service will 
be easy to use and helpful to our pa-
trons. If any questions or concerns 
arise, feel free to call the library or see 
a staf member when you come in to 
check out or return your items.
